2007 Anniversaries and Heritage and Mission - Notice of Motion 3 (2005)

The enabling group appointed by the Methodist Council has established a website (www.methodistanniversaries2007.org.uk) with basic information about the 2007 anniversaries and with a facility for advertising local events. Worship material to mark the Charles Wesley tercentenary and the Primitive Methodist bicentenary has been produced and is available on line. Every District has been encouraged to mark the anniversaries, as have Methodist organisations, and a special effort has been made to promote ecumenical commemorations through liaison with District and diocesan ecumenical officers. Items in the Link mailing, in Momentum and in the Methodist Recorder have been used to draw the opportunities afforded by 2007 to the attention of the Methodist people.

It was hoped that the heritage and mission link could be developed in conjunction with The Civic Trust (www.heritageopendays.org) organisers of the annual Heritage Open Days in England and Wales. The Trust is keen to encourage Methodist buildings to take part in the 2007 Heritage Open Days. It has not proved possible to resource this involvement at connexional level, but the opportunity remains open for local managing trustees, and the enabling group hopes that it will be taken up.
