Memorial 5 2004
The Conference in 2004 considered the following Memorial:

The York and Hull Synod (R) (Present: 169. Vote: 154 for, 6 against) requests the Conference to direct the Methodist Council, or some other appropriate connexional committee, to carry out a review of the current process of appointing Chairs of District, and to report its findings to the Conference of 2005. 

Reply of the 2004 Conference

The Conference thanks the York and Hull Synod for its Memorial, accepts the Memorial and refers it to the Methodist Council for action.

The Methodist Council’s General Report to the 2005 Conference noted that the Council had agreed to defer a response to this Memorial for one year.
