REVIEW OF AUDITED FINANCIAL STATEMENT

The incoming resources of the Fund for the year ended 31 December, 2004 was £14,231 and the net outgoing resources for
the year after deducting grants paid and expenses was £10,197

In May 2003 the District Synod approved a new method of funding by substituting an assessment on Circuits, replacing

from C! and from C iving grants. The new provided asimilarsum in
total in the year 1 September 2003 to 31 August 2004 as recelved in the previous year. In the year under review Circuit
assessments recelved were £6,870,(2003 £4,559) and voluntary donations £180 (2003 £780). Investment Income was
£8,131 (2003 £7,318) anincrease of £813 due to a rise ininterest rates during the year.

Grants totalling £16,400 have been authorised during the year under review. Grants paid total £23,650 and there are no
contingent liabilities at the year end. Grants totalling £3,900 previously authorised are not now required.

Investments have been stated in the Accounts under review at market value.

Forthe year there was an unrealised gain of £7,133 (2003 £9,625)

The total unrealised gain at 31 December 2004 was £76,864.

After deducting net outgoing resources and adding gains on realised and unrealised investments there is a total balance of
Funds of £221,328 at 31 December 2004, being £96,547 on the Grants Fund, £117,096 on Capital Fund and £7,685 on the
Loans Fund.
