2/7/2 Glenn Kilgour Ford: Glenn Kilgour Ford: Glenn Kilgour Ford: Glenn Kilgour Ford: Born in Southampton on 27 July 1946.  He grew up with his 
sister in a Christian home their father being a Local Preacher. He attended 
Woolston School in Southampton. It was when his father was ill that Glenn began to 
re-examine his own beliefs and felt called to train as a Local Preacher and 
eventually to candidate for presbyteral ministry. Glenn completed his training 
through the Salisbury based STETS programme and was ordained in 2003. He 
served in the following circuits: West Wight and South Petherton and Crewkerne.  
Glenn and Sharon were married before he commenced his ministry on the Isle of 
Wight. He felt that during his probation he had not been able to give 100% attention 
to the pastoral needs of people. This led him to willingly accept an extension to his 
appointment remaining for 9 years. His ministry was marked by warm friendship 
and a caring nature. He and Sharon were a good partnership offering attentive 
pastoral care and a listening ear as they drew alongside people. A capable and 
sensitive leader of worship, Glenn enjoyed working ecumenically building positive 
relationships, and was respected for this willingness. He enjoyed working in the 
Community, especially in local schools, taking assemblies and, when on the Island,  
was a School Governor. Glenn was a very supportive and active member of Circuit 
Leadership teams, showing thoughtful consideration to the  needs of, and giving 
support to churches experiencing change. Having experienced the value of the 
Acorn Trust course on Growing a Healing Church, Glenn introduced it as the Lent 
Course in the South Petherton Circuit. Always gracious, Glenn was a gentleman with 
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a ready sense of humour and a keen interest in sport. He and Sharon shared a love 
of pottering in the garden. Glenn, had a love of shoes, possessing more than most 
men! He had a keen desire to serve God, and the Church, and, although he had 
come later in life to ministry, he felt he had much to give and will be greatly missed. 
After a short illness, Glenn died peacefully in hospital, with his wife by his beside, on 
18 June 2012 in the sixty-sixth year of his age and the eleventh year of his ministry.  

2/7/3 William Donald HortonWilliam Donald HortonWilliam Donald HortonWilliam Donald Horton:::: Born in Tottenham on 12 November 1928. Bill grew up with 
his brother, Keith, in Southgate where the family was much involved in Bowes Park 
Methodist Church. There Bill found faith and met his future wife, Audrey. He studied 
history at King’s College, University of London, and on graduation began ministerial 
training at Wesley House, Cambridge. After being stationed as a probationer in the 
Bury St Edmunds Circuit, he was ordained in 1956. He served in the following 
circuits: London Mission (Central), Guernsey and Alderney, Bury St Edmunds & 
Sudbury, Sevenoaks and Bristol (Clifton and Redland). Whilst at Sevenoaks he was 
Connexional Candidates’ Secretary and many women and men had good reason to 
be grateful to Bill for helping them deal with the exacting scrutiny of the Candidates’ 
Committee. At this time he was invited to contribute sermons to the Expository 
Times and also wrote articles on pastoral practice which were well received and 
subsequently re-published in “The Pastor’s Problems” and “The Pastor’s 
Opportunities”. His final appointment was in 1987 as tutor of Practical Theology 
and Methodism at Wesley College, Bristol. Staff valued Bill as a wise, humorous and 
supportive colleague and students found him a gracious encourager who possessed 
a gravitas that ensured he was no pushover. His honesty of speaking could be a 
force to be reckoned with. In retirement Bill and Audrey returned to Bury St 
Edmunds where his circuit ministry began. He continued to take great delight in the 
achievements of his children Jacqui, Ruth, Monica, Jeremy and their children. He 
shared fully in circuit life and Trinity church in particular benefited from his gifts as a 
preacher, pastor, historian and archivist. He served as ecumenical chaplain at St 
Edmundsbury Cathedral and characteristically described his appointment as Chair 
of the Flower Committee as “the pinnacle of his career”. Bill wrote the words of 
some fine hymns including one sung at his funeral which expressed his total 
reliance on God’s grace for his salvation. He died on 20 May 2012 in the eighty-
fourth year of his age and the sixtieth year of his ministry. 

2/7/4 John Henry Mason: John Henry Mason: John Henry Mason: John Henry Mason: Born in Wednesfield near Wolverhampton on 3 May 1937. He 
was educated at Kings Hill School and Woodland Grange, after which he attended 
Wolverhampton College of Art. John followed a call to preach, which he had first 
sensed aged 14, having read the Bible in worship for his father, a Methodist Local 
Preacher. John soon recognised God’s call to ordained ministry, and was accepted 
for training at Handsworth College. John entered the ministry in 1964 and served in 
the following circuits: Rawtenstall, Camborne, Bude, South Petherton and 
Crewkerne, Darlington, and Spennymoor and Ferryhill. In all these places, his 
ministry was characterised by Christian care and concern for other people. During 
his early ministry, he shared his home with his parents and cared for them before 
they died. He was held in high regard both inside and outside the church, and while 
in Spennymoor received a certificate from the Town Council for his work in the 
community. In later years, John was an active member of Rotary. John’s move to 
Darlington had been a surprising change of plan from the Stationing Committee. 
However, he spoke of it as the ‘best move’ the Methodist Church had ever made: 
while in Darlington, John met Tina, and they were married in 1989. John now 
delighted in the family he thought he would never have: step-daughters Julie and 
Karen, and, in time, grandchildren. After a heart attack in 2002, John retired to 
Hurworth, Darlington, where until recently he led an active supernumerary life. His 
Biblical knowledge was appreciated in sermons and studies across Methodist and 
Anglican communities, and he took every opportunity to encourage local preachers 
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and ministers. John remained committed to his calling to the end of his life, 
ministering to many during his illness. Reflecting on a lifetime of ministry, he wrote, 
‘What a joy it has been to be called to the job of ministry and caring for people — the 
delight in serving them and serving God.’ John died on 15 May 2012 in the seventy-
sixth year of his age and the forty-eighth year of his ministry. 

2/7/5 Roy David Newell: Roy David Newell: Roy David Newell: Roy David Newell: Born in Farnworth, Bolton on 17 March 1935, the younger of two 
boys.  The family was immersed in the life of the local Methodist church where Roy 
was involved with JMA, YML and YMA. He followed his brother, Arthur, to Bolton 
School and in 1954 went on to Manchester University where his calling to ministry 
took hold. After gaining his BA he taught for a year; completed Local Preachers’ 
studies and candidated for ministry. In 1958 he started at Hartley Victoria College, 
near enough to home for his friendship with Jo to develop.  They married in 1960, a 
year before Roy graduated with a BD. Their marriage was blessed with 4 children; 
David, Pamela, Sushila and Peter, the younger two being adopted Indian children. 
During this time Roy felt called to offer to minister in India. He was sent, in 1961 to 
the Wombwell and Hoyland Circuit in order to gain experience in circuit ministry.  
Between 1963 and 1972 he served the Church of South India in the Diocese of 
Madras where he was ordained. Returning home he served in the following circuits: 
London Mission (East Ham), London Mission (East), London Mission (South East), 
Industrial Mission South Yorkshire.  Instead of sitting down in 2001 Roy and Jo went 
to Samoa at the invitation of the Methodist Church there. In Piula Theological 
College Roy lectured about the changing role of the Church in the modern world. 
Returning home in 2003 Roy and Jo lived in Burnham-on-Crouch, which had been 
their “retreat” from the East End, over the years. Roy preached regularly in the 
Chelmsford, Colchester and Southend and Leigh circuits alongside his involvement 
in the local church. Roy was a caring and sensitive pastor with a heart for people, a 
deep thinker and avid reader, a gifted preacher, and a talented singer. Singing was 
an integral part of Roy’s life and the family were touched when the Burnham Music 
Group, of which he had been a member, dedicated their concert on 12 May 2012 to 
him. He was cherished and is deeply missed by his wife, Jo, children, in-laws, twelve 
grandchildren, extended family and many friends. He had lived with leukaemia 
since 2010 and died peacefully at home on 10 May 2012 in the seventy-eighth year 
of his age and the fifty-third year of his ministry. 

2/7/6 Norman Price: Norman Price: Norman Price: Norman Price: Born in Belfast on 8 April 1947. As a child, Norman was brought up 
by his grandmother in a Christian home and he attended Sunday school. He 
rebelled yet he recognised that God was still present. When he was fifteen, 
Norman’s grandmother died bringing further rebellion, but he also met Catherine, 
who was later to become his wife, and he left school and worked as an electrician, a 
class 1 HGV driver, and did driving for BP. During the years of the Troubles in 
Northern Ireland Norman was a loyalist, and his life continued on a downward 
spiral, but he also said that God continued to watch over him.  He married Catherine 
on August 30 1967, and they were later blessed with two children, Karl and Leann.  
He was precise on the detail of his conversion saying that it was on 21 October 
1973 at 8.20 p.m. whilst on the back row of a small Salvation Army Corps he was 
asked by God, “What have you done for me?” and he was converted. In spite of little 
education he passed the entrance exam into the Salvation Army Training College in 
1981. They served in Tredegar and Belfast, working with children on the peace line 
and taking the children from the two communities on holiday to Canada. They 
worked amongst the Aids sufferers and homeless in Dundee, and it was not 
uncommon for him to go home without shoes because he had given them away.  
Whilst in Kilbirnia, Norman realised his increased need in his spiritual life for 
communion and was accepted by transfer to the Methodist Church. He trained in St. 
John’s College, Ripon, and was ordained in York. He served in the following circuits: 
Settle, Oswestry, Ellesmere and Chirk, and West-Wiltshire (Methodist/United 
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Reformed) Area later becoming Wiltshire United Area. He and Catherine continued 
to work as a team. In Settle, they were involved in sharing with farmers during the 
foot and mouth outbreak. In the Garrison at Warminster, they were able to extend 
the work Norman had done as a minister to the army in Kuwait and opened the 
church to a regiment of Fijian soldiers and their families. Norman was a good pastor 
and preacher, exercising a great faith and strong belief, which also sustained him in 
during his illness. He enjoyed country and western music and played in a band, also 
setting up a worship band which was well received. He loved sport and played 
football and golf. Norman was a loving husband, father and grandfather and his 
family were important to him. They were with him when he died on 11 May 2012 in 
the sixty-sixth year of his age and the seventeenth year of his ministry. 

2/7/7 Bryan Frank Spinney:Bryan Frank Spinney:Bryan Frank Spinney:Bryan Frank Spinney:  Born in Swaythling Southampton on 20 November 1930. He 
was an only child and was evacuated to Poole during the war where he lived with 
his Uncle Len and Aunt Lillie who were Baptists and were a strong Christian 
influence on him. Bryan had an ecumenical outlook on his faith and always 
declared he was a Methodist because he lived near the church, but ‘being a 
Christian was what actually mattered’. Leaving school he worked for the Post Office 
engineers on telephone installation and repairs. His National Service was in the RAF 
stationed at Norfolk where he trained as a Local Preacher followed by Ministerial 
training at Richmond College. Bryan served in the following circuits: Brighton and 
Hove, Stour Valley Mission, Shaftesbury and Gillingham, Winchester, Sevenoaks, 
Orpington, Aldershot Farnborough and Camberley, Bristol (South) and Andover. He 
was a true minister of Word and Sacraments, a respected pastor to all, and was 
appreciated as someone who could chair a Church meeting well and fairly so people 
had their say. He always promoted and supported ecumenical activities: Good 
Friday Walk of Witness and United Services. He married Joy in 1958 and they had 
two children Graham and Yvonne and two grandchildren. In the 1970’s Bryan was 
thrilled to join the Methodist Church Music Society and later became their 
chairman. He served on the text committee for “Hymns & Psalms” and wrote over a 
dozen hymns. Bryan retired to Southampton in 1995 where he served for a time as 
a hospital chaplain. He had many hobbies: listening to classical music, 
photography, travelling, maritime matters (he wrote recently about the music which 
the band played on the Titanic just before it sank), gardening, DIY and motoring.  
Following Joy’s stroke in 2009 Bryan had to learn to do many domestic tasks, 
including cooking and he lovingly cared for her. His last service was at Whitchurch’s 
bicentenary on 29 April. He died in hospital on 27 May 2012 in the eighty-second 
year of his age and the fifty-fifth year of his ministry.

INTRODUCTION 

1.1 The YPS Reference Group was delighted that the review of the YPS conducted 
by the NYA concluded that, “over the last five years, participation at the Methodist 
Church has developed significantly and impressively, especially for such a large 
organisation. [....] it is important to note the success the Church has had in this 
area.” and awarded the Hear by Right Bronze Award to the Church, the largest 
organisation yet to achieve one. 

1.2 The innovative and high standard of youth work achieved by the staff 
employed by the YPS was noted and commended by the report and by the YPS 
Reference Group. The One Programme has been a beacon of exciting and unique 
opportunities, which have been both life-changing and life-giving to young people, 
churches, Circuits and Districts and have made an impact across the Connexion. 

1.3 The YPS Reference Group wished to highlight the excellent value for money 
this investment has been for the Methodist Church. A total of 42 young people have 
now been through the scheme. Two have gone on to become Youth Presidents, two 
have gone on to become district representatives to the Conference, one has gone 
on to be elected as Chair of the Youth and Young Adult Committee of the World

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Methodist Council and, arguably more importantly, all of the One Programme 
Participants (OPPs) have in some way experienced a significant moving forward in 
their discipleship journey, some of those starting at a place of little or no faith. All 
this is evidence of the scheme’s success in terms of both evangelism and 
discipleship. The OPPs’ stories are currently being compiled into a booklet: “Hear by 
Right - the story so far of the One Programme in the Methodist Church.” The work of 
Youth Forums where established was also commended by the group for their ability 
to inform creatively the work of the Church and bring to fruit the work of 
participation by children and young people. Currently, for example, this is happening 
in a variety of ways in Wales, Wolverhampton & Shrewsbury, Darlington, Cornwall, 
Lancashire and London. 

RECOMMENDATIONS  

2.1 As a result of the review the YPS Reference Group would like to make the 
following recommendations: 

(i) Pathways 

That participation becomes embedded in the discipleship journey of the whole 
people of God though the following ways: 

a) District Youth Forums be established in every District, running alongside 
District Synods to inform the work of districts.  

b) Encouraging the Ministries Committee to affirm participation training as 
formational to every ministry in the Methodist Church. 

c) Participation training should be an element of the Equality and Diversity 
training undertaken by the Connexional Team. 

d) The Well network is further developed as a resource of good practice 
and communication for Children’s and Youth Workers across the 
Connexion. 

e) Work which has begun on imagining the outworking of participation in 
Our Calling be sent to every church for each church to add to the story. It 
is anticipated it will be complete and on the website by the Conference.  

(ii) People 

a) That the role of the people whose focus is participation – the Youth 
President, the YPS Reference Group and the regional YPS staff – is 
affirmed.  

b) That the value of regional staff in embedding connexional thinking in 
practice be affirmed as a pattern for further development of work. 

c) That training in participation is offered to local church and circuit 
stewards. 

d) That young people be encouraged and given support to sit on key 
committees, such as the Connexional Grants Committee and the 
Conference Business Committee.  

e) That further work is done to resolve the trustee issue for those under 18. 
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f) That appropriate staff in the Connexional Team work with Lay 
Employment Secretaries to enable young people to be more involved in 
recruitment processes within the Church. 

(iii) Places 

a) That the Children’s and Youth Assembly be developed further to engage 
with a larger and wider group of young people and that, between 
meetings of the Assembly, mechanisms are developed to maintain 
relationships and movement through the Connexion – so that the event 
becomes more than the sum of its parts and widens its sphere of 
influence, thereby increasing the discipleship of young people. 

b) That the Conference becomes a place where the voices of children and 
young people cannot only be heard but allowed to be transformational.  

c) That any “hub” development as a result of the outworking of the Fruitful 
Field project takes due regard of the needs of children and young 
people. 

CONCLUSION  

3.1 The YPS Reference Group is extremely pleased with the positive evaluation of 
the Church’s work by the National Youth Agency. They believe this gives the 
strongest message to the Church that this work is of value, has and will continue to 
make a positive difference in enabling the Church to be a discipleship movement 
shaped for mission and as such they believe should continue to be a core part of 
the work of the Connexion. 

3.2 Participation is about everyone, not just young people. The Methodist Church’s 
bigger vision is to see the whole Church participating more; becoming a discipleship 
movement shaped for mission, making and moulding the shape and substance of 
the Church together. 

3.3 Participation and involvement is more than volunteering; it is changing the 
way we run our meetings, plan our worship, and make our decisions. Participation 
and involvement mean changing the way we are the Church together.

It will make recommendations on the 
reallocation of the inter faith responsibilities and duties of the Inter Faith Officer 
and the Secretary for External Relationships and on properly defining the volunteer 
and external structure required to support this.

In 2007-8, following the Team Focus process, the current senior leadership team 
was established comprising: 

1. The General Secretary/Secretary of the Conference. 

2. Three Connexional Secretaries: Team Operations, Internal and External 
Relationships. 

3. Five Cluster Heads: Now termed Discipleship and Ministries (D&M), 
Governance Support (GS), Mission and Advocacy (M&A), Projects Research 
and Development (PRD) and Support Services (SS). 

The Conference determined that these changes should be kept under review. 
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B.B.B.B.    THE REVIEW PROCESSTHE REVIEW PROCESSTHE REVIEW PROCESSTHE REVIEW PROCESS    

1. The Strategy and Resources Committee (SRC) is responsible to the Methodist 
Council for the supervision of the Connexional Team. 

2. The SRC determined in autumn 2011 that a review of the senior leadership of 
the Team should be carried out, in response to the earlier direction of the 
Conference. 

3. An external consultant performed a review and reported to the SRC in March 
2012. 

4. After feedback and discussion of the report the SRC made recommendations 
for changes to the senior leadership at its meeting on April 24th 2012. 

5. The Methodist Council in March 2012 appointed a Reference Group to 
consider, amend where appropriate and implement any proposed 
recommendations. [as corrected by 8/44/1] 

6. Representatives of the Council-appointed Reference Group have met with all 
the members of the senior leadership team affected by the review which has 
provided opportunities to discuss the recommendations and their implications 
with each of them. 

7. The Reference Group has met three times and at their meeting on 25 May 
2012 made various recommendations which are now in the process of 
implementation.

The Reference Group has made a number of important initial comments: 

1. The Reference Group values very highly the immense and valuable work that 
has been carried out by the Connexional Secretaries for Internal and External 
Relationships, particularly during the critical time of the early formation of the 
present Connexional Team. 

2. The Reference Group also values very highly the work of the Connexional 
Secretary for Team Operations and particularly his work in building teams and 
clusters as well as his management of the Connexional Team. 

3. The Reference Group considers that clusters and sub clusters are now much 
stronger in their knowledge and expertise, and that Heads of Clusters need 
less direct management and oversight than before. 

4. The Reference Group recognises that the learning from operational issues 
needs to inform strategic decision making and that this has not always been 
happening.  Greater opportunity for this needs to be offered in a new 
structure. 

5. The respective tasks undertaken by the current Connexional Secretaries have 
been of significant importance in this stage of embedding the Team Focus 
process but the review has suggested the need now for a modified structure. 

6. The review has not been driven by financial considerations.  The Reference 
Group recognises that its proposals may require additional support to be 
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provided elsewhere within the Connexional Team, although it is also mindful 
of the need for proper financial stewardship.

1. There should be a senior leadership group of six rather than nine. 

2. This involves the following three posts being made redundant: 

The Connexional Secretary for Team Operations 
The Connexional Secretary for Internal Relationships 
The Connexional Secretary for External Relationships 

 
3. One new Connexional Secretary post will be created. 

 It is envisaged that this new post will have the role of strategic planning for the 
Team, coordination with the Connexion and more widely, and management of 
the Team; all under the direction of the General Secretary and in partnership 
with the other members of the senior leadership group. 

4. The Reference Group values the work being done by the PRD Cluster.  
However, the Group believes that project management and research, while 
they are essential in informing and then in implementing the strategic 
direction, are not in themselves part of the strategic leadership function. 

 For this reason the Reference Group has concluded that the Head of Projects, 
Research and Development should not be part of the new senior leadership 
group of the Connexional Team. 

 The Reference Group takes the view that the type of work currently 
undertaken by the PRD Cluster should still be undertaken in the Connexional 
Team but any organisational changes involving that cluster are a matter for 
the new senior leadership group. 

5. It is suggested that there should be no major change to the roles of the three 
Cluster Heads of D&M, M&A and SS but there should be some minor changes 
to make them more outward facing as appropriate.  It is recognised that they 
may need more support if their roles expand in this way. Importantly they are 
to form an integral part of the new senior leadership group of six. 

6. No change is suggested to the role of the Assistant Secretary of the 
Conference but it will be made clear that this post is directly responsible to the 
Secretary of the Conference. 

7. It is suggested that the Governance Support Cluster may not need to be a 
separate cluster although a group with distinct governance responsibilities will 
be required. 

8. The effect of these changes is that the Connexional Team will be led and 
managed by a senior leadership group comprising the General 
Secretary/Secretary of the Conference, the Connexional Secretary, the 
Assistant Secretary of the Conference and three Cluster Heads.  It is 
envisaged that this group of six will together be responsible for the planning 
and delivery of the work of the Team, in collaboration with other Connexional 
leaders, and under the overall leadership of the General Secretary/Secretary 
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of the Conference.  It is also expected that the senior leadership group will 
require and enable a new way of working at this level in the Team. 

9. The new senior leadership group will need to consider which of the 
responsibilities found in their current job descriptions of the Secretaries for 
Internal and External Relationships and the Secretary for Team Operations 
need to be covered by the team and how that might be accomplished.  The 
senior leadership group also needs to consider which functions could be 
covered elsewhere in the Connexion, particularly by the Presidency, and which 
may need to cease. 

10. It is recognised that these changes are especially concerning for those directly 
affected by the proposals and whose jobs may be made redundant or 
changed.  We ask the Conference to keep all these members of the Team in 
their prayers in this time of transition.

Britain is in the midst of a housing crisis.  Millions of families still search for a safe, 
affordable home, whilst numbers of homeless people accessing services, such as 
those provided by Methodism’s Whitechapel Mission to the Homeless, continue to 
rise. 
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In the context of a significant public debate, it is important that the Methodist 
Church has a clear prophetic voice, based on our understanding of the Gospel and 
our own experience of serving the most needy and vulnerable members of our 
society. 

At the same time, the Methodist Church is a landlord with considerable assets, 
owning a wide portfolio of land and property, both for use as worship and 
community space and as hostels and residences.  Whilst the use and ownership of 
property is regulated by law under the Charity Commission, we need to ensure that 
the use of our resources accords with our values and mission. 

Both connexionally and as individuals, Methodism needs to explore how we can 
work towards a society built on fairness where all have access to housing that 
meets their needs. 

The Conference therefore directs the Methodist Council to: 

1. Ensure that the Joint Public Issues Team prioritises housing and related 
matters in its contributions to public debate, working alongside ecumenical 
partners. 

2. Establish a group to identify the resources needed to:

The Conference is mindful of the work of the Council, the SRC and the relevant 
officers of the Connexional Team in seeking to carry out the financial directions of 
the Conference and expresses its gratitude for their work. 

It has become apparent during this Conference, that the decisions of successive 
Conferences sometimes create conflicting or irreconcilable demands that lead to 
considerable pressure on the budget. This can lead to confused and inconsistent 
messages to the Districts and Circuits regarding the resources that are needed for 
the connexional budget from year to year. 

The Conference is aware that there may be contributory factors to this, not least: 

• the changes in the yearly membership of the Conference; 
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• the fact that members don’t always appreciate that district assessments for 
the next connexional year will already have been notified to and agreed by 
Districts; 

• that the Conference needs to adopt the budget for the next connexional year 
making it particularly difficult to find additional funds without disrupting 
existing programmes; 

• the experience this year which suggests that SO 136A may not be sufficient 
to meet these difficulties. 

The Conference recognises this and believes that this situation is unhelpful to its 
conferring. 

The Conference is also aware that some of our ecumenical partners also face a 
similar situation but have creative ways to assist their representatives on their 
governance bodies.

The 
Conference appreciates, however, that the position may not be as widely 
understood as might be hoped, and is therefore grateful to the South Petherton and 
Crewkerne Circuit Meeting for the opportunity to make this clear. 

All Model Trust Property is held by the Custodian Trustees for the territory in 
question (the Trustees for Methodist Church Purposes in the case of England, 
Wales and Scotland), so no transfer of title is involved in such cases. The question, 
therefore, is simply how one body of managing trustees shall succeed another.   

The Model Trusts provide that use as a circuit manse is use for circuit purposes, 
that Model Trust property used for circuit purposes is circuit property, and that the 
managing trustees of circuit property are ‘the appropriate Circuit Meeting’. Clearly 
the appropriate Circuit Meeting is that of the Circuit to which the occupant minister 
is appointed.  So if a manse which has been occupied by a minister appointed to 
Circuit A changes, by agreement, to become one occupied by a minister appointed 
to Circuit B, then the members of the Circuit Meeting of Circuit A automatically, and 
without any formality, cease to be the managing trustees and the members of the 
Circuit Meeting of Circuit B automatically, and without any formality, become the 
managing trustees in their place. 

It is entirely a matter for the two Circuit Meetings what other arrangements, if any, 
including financial transactions, should accompany such a change, but since the 
change of managing trusteeship itself is automatic, and not negotiable, it is 
important that all such arrangements be fully agreed, approved by the full meetings, 
accurately recorded, and so far as possible implemented, by the time the change of 
occupation takes place. 

It is not for the Conference to dictate what those arrangements should be, and 
circumstances will vary widely; in some cases payment of the equivalent of a full 
market ‘price’ may be appropriate. In others it may not, and since the property is 
not ‘disposed of’, but will continue to be held upon the Model Trusts, that will not 
require the special consent provided for in paragraph 20(1) of the Model Trusts. 

This reply addresses only outright ‘transfers’. Other arrangements may be possible, 
for example by the use of the power of delegation conferred by paragraph 16(k) of 
the Model Trusts, but in general the form of any transaction should reflect as closely 
as possible its substance, and simple ones should not be made artificially complex 
in an attempt to avoid their natural and proper consequences.

The Conference thanks the Sevenoaks Circuit Meeting for their memorial.  The 
Conference appreciates that it is not unreasonable to conclude from some of the 
reporting of this case that the Court of Appeal has made a clear judgment that 
Methodist Minsters are employees with the Methodist Church as the employer.  On 
such a basis a number of assumptions have been aired in the press and through 
social media along the lines that the Methodist Church should now face up to a 
hearing in the Employment Tribunal in respect of Mrs Preston’s original claim, whilst 
also accepting that it needs to put in place the necessary structures to give effect to 
an understanding of Ministers as employees. 

The reporting of the case, other than in law journals, has not been wholly accurate, 
nor have the majority of comments made in the public space fully understood the 
subtleties and ambiguities of the judgement.  Whilst the Court has made a ruling on 
the jurisdiction to the ET in respect of Methodist Ministers it has not ruled on the 
nature or terms of a contract.   

In answering this memorial it might be helpful to set out something of the 
background to this case.   

In September 2009 Haley Moore (formerly stationed in the Redruth Circuit, who had 
in June 2009 resigned from the Methodist Ministry and has since married and is 
now known as Haley Preston) started proceedings in an Employment Tribunal (ET) 
alleging unfair constructive dismissal. 

The ET decided that it was bound by the previous decision of the House of Lords in 
The President of the Methodist Conference v Parfitt [1984], in which it had been 
held that a minister could not bring an action for unfair dismissal because the 
doctrinal standards of the Methodist Church did not provide for a contractual 
relationship between the Church and the individual minister. The ET therefore 
decided that it did not have jurisdiction to hear Ms Moore’s claim. This decision was 
upheld when Ms Moore sought permission for an initial review of the case.   

The matter to date has revolved around the employment status of Methodist 
Minsters and not on the way in which the parties in the proceedings acted in 
respect of each other during Ms Moore’s time in the former Redruth Circuit. 

On further application Ms Moore was given permission to appeal the decision and 
in Moore v The President of the Methodist Conference [2010], the Employment 
Appeal Tribunal (EAT) reversed the ET’s decision, concluding that the law had 
moved on since 1984.  The EAT held on the facts that the claimant had a contract 
of service. 
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The Methodist Church sought leave to appeal this judgement.  Leave was granted 
when Lord Justice Mummery ruled that the Methodist Church had a real prospect of 
success because the status of authorities on the key question of whether a minister 
of religion is or is not an employee is unclear.  In President of the Methodist 
Conference v Preston [2011] the Court of Appeal unanimously upheld the EAT’s 
finding. The Court concluded that it was “abundantly clear” that there was no longer 
a rebuttable presumption that there was no intention to create an 
employer/employee relationship between a Church and its clergy.  

The Appeal Court judgment was handed down on 20th December 2011 and The 
President was given the standard 28 calendar days in which to seek leave to appeal 
to the Supreme Court.  Leave was sought on 13th January 2012 and on 15th May 
the Supreme Court gave permission for the appeal to be brought.  The Hearing will 
take place on 13th-14th February 2013. 

The case of The President of the Conference vs Preston, and in particular the ruling 
of the Appeal Court, raises a number of fundamental issues relating to the status of 
Methodist Ministers.  Such matters go to the heart of the earlier ruling by the House 
of Lords in The President of the Conference vs Parfitt[1984].   

It must be stressed that the Court has not criticised the practices of the church, but 
neither has it said how our practices might, or must, change in order to reflect the 
conclusion that there is a contractual relationship. Of equal, if not greater, 
significance for a connexional church is that the judgment is silent on who the 
employer is, or might be.  The uncertainty of not knowing whether the Court has in 
mind the Conference or the Circuit Meeting as the employing body for those in 
Circuit ministry is a matter that creates considerable difficulty for the whole church.   
It is not as simple as asking the Court to clarify its position, there is no procedure 
other than by appeal.   

It is important to remember that the Methodist Church has cooperated with a 
previous consultation process on the employment status of ministers of religion 
when in 2004 the Government held an extensive consultation on the matter.  In 
2005 the then Department of Trade and Industry concluded that it would not 
pursue the matter rather leaving it to churches to provide such a framework as was 
necessary for codifying terms of service.   

In January the Methodist Council was advised that not to continue the defence of 
this action would be a failure to uphold the decisions of the Conference and the 
long established policies and practices of the Conference in respect of stationing 
and the expectations of both ministers and the church.  In essence not to defend 
the current position would be to bring about a wholesale review of the nature of the 
relationship between minsters and the Conference as articulated in a number of 
Conference resolutions and most particularly in SO 700.  That is not to say that 
some further theological reflection on how a different relationship between minsters 
and the Conference would be articulated should not take place. 

The Conference was assured that the difficult decision to seek leave to appeal at 
the Supreme Court was taken in full cognisance of the costs, both the cost of an 
appeal and the costs of dealing with the uncertainties of the judgment of the Court 
of Appeal as it stands.  The latter costs include the likely costs of further sets of 
legal proceedings as part of the process of resolving those uncertainties.

Therefore the DPC proposed to the Sheffield Synod that it should vote on the 
proposal for a single Sheffield Circuit as laid out in ‘A New Circuit for Sheffield’, with 
its modified constitution.  The proposals were agreed in principle and the vote was 
carried with 111 for and one vote against. The Sheffield District Synod therefore 
requests the Methodist Conference of 2012 to approve the creation of a single 
Sheffield Circuit, with a modified constitution, from the 1 September 2013.

The Conference acknowledges the immense amount of work that has been done on 
the Complaints and Discipline process of the Church.  As set out in Standing Orders, 
the need for this process stems from the imperfect nature of human beings.  The 
principles of the Complaints and Discipline system include the statements that 

(v) the process should be fair; 
(vi) the person or body making the decision at each stage should be competent to 

do so; 
(vii) there should be a means of correcting any errors that may be made. (SO 

1100(3)) 
 
Errors can be addressed to some extent through the appeal process.  There is also 
some provision to address concerns about the process (SO 1155), and provision to 
express concern about individuals involved in the process (SO 1103(6)).  The 
appeal process can also allow for re-hearing of complaints, but if errors are 
discovered outside of the appeals process there does not seem to be means of 
correcting these.  So there does not appear to be ‘a means of correcting any errors 
that may be made.’ 

Within or without the appeal system there is no provision in Standing Orders for 
apologies to be offered by individuals or on behalf of the Church when errors have 
been made.  If this were possible it could reduce the time and stress involved in the 
process and facilitate reconciliation. 

‘Through the complaints and discipline process members of the Methodist Church 
are accountable to the Church in matters of faith and behaviour.  The Church seeks 
to enable healing and reconciliation to take place through that accountability 
whenever possible.  The Church also responds to the call through Christ for justice, 
openness and honesty, and to the need for each of us to accept responsibility for its 
own acts.’ SO 1100(2) 

Seeking a further step in the journey towards a complaints process grounded in 
God’s love, built on trust and understanding, and seeking reconciliation, the 
Conference therefore directs the Methodist Council, in consultation with the Law 
and Polity Committee, to ensure that a review is undertaken of the reconciliation 
opportunities within the Complaints and Discipline process.  This should ensure that 
account is taken of lessons learned in the process so far and seek to ensure that: 

i. any errors are able to be identified and corrected at the earliest possible time 
in the process and 

ii. a range of opportunities are given for reconciliation and all parties enabled to 
accept responsibility for their own actions. 
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The Conference directs that a report and any Standing Order amendments be 
brought to the Conference no later than 2014.

Since the Agenda was published, there have been further discussions between 
representatives of the Law and Polity Committee and representatives of the 
Safeguarding Advisory Panel about the terms of SO 010 and the proposed 
amendments to it.  It is therefore proposed, with the permission of the Conference, 
to move Resolution 33/2 in the amended form set out below. 

The proposed amendments are intended to do three things: 

1. (As originally proposed) to address a perceived anomaly. At present SO 
010(2)(ii) bars any person who has been convicted of, or who has received a simple 
or conditional caution from the police concerning, sexual offences against children 
from being appointed to certain offices, posts or responsibilities or engaged under 
certain contracts unless prior authority has been obtained. This is a part of the 
Methodist Church’s safeguarding policy. There is, however, no comparable bar 
when the conviction or caution postdates the appointment or engagement.  
Consistently with the Church’s general commitment to an effective safeguarding 
policy, it is thought that there needs to be some appropriate restriction in such 
circumstances. 

The view of the Law and Polity Committee is that an amended SO 010 should not 
provide for the immediate termination of the relevant appointment or contract (and 
in the case of a contract might not lawfully be able to do so), but should provide as 
a short-term measure that the person convicted or cautioned should cease to 
exercise the duties of the appointment or the contract.  The effect will be similar to 
suspension, but, unlike suspension, will be automatic in the specified 
circumstances. In the longer term, the situation may be resolved in one of three 
ways, at least: (i) by an application by the appropriate body to the Safeguarding 
Advisory Panel, in the same way as if the conviction or caution predated the 
appointment or contract, (ii) by an application by the person himself or herself to 
the Safeguarding Advisory Panel or (iii) by the complaints and discipline process.  
The local complaints officer will have power to initiate that process under SO 
1121(14) if no one else does so and may be expected to take that step if no 
application to the Safeguarding Advisory Panel is made or if any such application is 
unsuccessful. In that event the power of suspension under SO 1105 will arise and 
again may be expected to be exercised, which will bring into play the provisions of 
SO 1105(4) for securing the interim performance of the person’s duties and the 
provisions of SO 1105(8) relating to appeals against suspension.  It is hoped that 
this will achieve a satisfactory balance between upholding the Church’s 
safeguarding policy and allowing the person concerned an opportunity to be heard. 

In order to make these provisions as effective as possible, it is further proposed 
that a person receiving a conviction or caution after appointment or employment 
should be under a duty to inform the responsible officer for the purposes of 
Standing Order 013 or his or her employer of that fact. 

2. To provide a right of appeal in respect of the bar on work with children and 
young people contained in SO 010(2)(i) in a manner similar to the right of appeal 
given in respect of the bar in SO 010(2)(ii). The Safeguarding Advisory Panel takes 
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the view that it would be appropriate to introduce such a right of appeal to reflect 
the fact that the Church recognises that people change, develop and mature in the 
course of their lives and in both cases under SO 010(2) should be given the 
opportunity to demonstrate through an appeal that changes have taken place in 
their own lives and that they should be able to contribute in additional ways to the 
life of the Church. In particular, the conviction or caution which gives rise to the bar, 
or the events leading to the conviction or caution, may have taken place many years 
ago. 

3. To treat an associate minister granted that status under SO 733A consistently 
with a minister who is recognised and regarded as a presbyter or deacon in full 
connexion or authorised to serve the Methodist Church as a presbyter or deacon.  
The latter categories of minister are subject to the bar under S0 010(2)(ii) by virtue 
of SO 010(3)(iv), but when that provision was introduced the status of associate 
minister had not yet been created.
