Wesley House Cambridge
1. Wesley House, Cambridge is a Methodist ministerial learning institution. It is governed by a Foundation Deed of 24 February 1919, as amended on 29 June 1976. The Foundation Deed reserves certain responsibilities for the Methodist Conference (including the appointment of trustees) and for the Methodist Council (including the nomination of trustees). The normative relationship between the trustees, the Conference and the Council is codified in the “Regulations for the Government and Administration of Wesley House, Cambridge” (which may be modified by the Conference, and were last modified in 1976) and the “Rules of Management of Wesley House, Cambridge” (which are subject to approval by the Methodist Council and the trustees, which may be amended by either body with the concurrence of the other, and which were last amended in 2011).
2. As regards the appointment of trustees, the Foundation Deed notes that the trustees “shall be appointed under the hand of the President for the time being of the Conference of the Methodist Church acting in pursuance of a Resolution of the Conference and upon the nomination of the Division of Ministries [now understood as the Methodist Council] of the Methodist Church following the recommendations (if any) of the Trustees and shall hold office until the succeeding appointment under the hand of the President of the Conference”.
