Authorisations Committee

REPORT OF THE AUTHORISATIONS COMMITTEE

1. The Authorisations Committee has received 145 applications this year for authorisations to be either granted or renewed at this Conference. A total of 51 new applications have been received. These new applications were made up of 34 probationer presbyters and 17 lay people. As is usually reported there are a significant number from rural or mixed circuits where there is a rural element, but an increasing number of city and town applications were received this year.  
2. As always we have carefully scrutinised and considered all the new applications and in particular those where the calculations are at or near the 13, which is the initial cut out point. Where the figure is a ’near miss‘ we welcome the applications from those circuits with a considered response from the Circuit Superintendent giving us further information that would assist the consideration of the application. This additional information is particularly needed with the initial application to aid the committee in its deliberations. We have referred three applications this year back to the relevant Circuits because the information we were given was not as accurate as it could have been. Two have now been added back into the lists as this report went to press.

3. We await sight of the report that is coming to this Conference by the Faith and Order Committee linked to the the various Memorials about our work that came to the 2009 Conference. 

4. Apart from three instances the newly designed forms have been used this year with different forms for the different designations and this has been most helpful. We will repeat this process in the coming year. Copies of the 2011 forms should be destroyed upon receipt of the ones for the Conference of 2012. The guidance notes for the completion of the forms and for situations when Circuit have (or will) amalgamate at the beginning of September 2012 seem to have been useful to those charged with completing the applications and will be offered again this year with the application forms. A consultation must always take place with the Warden of the Diaconal Order, and permission to proceed obtained, before any application for a deacon to be granted an authorisation to preside is completed and forwarded to the Convenor.
5. Circuits and Districts are able to find their own way of processing the information that we require but it is important that all the questions are answered as truthfully as possible to enable the Authorisations Committee to do its work expeditiously. Each District is supplied with a copy of notes to aid with completing the forms and of the relevant Standing Orders which is the guidance for both Circuits and the Committee in its work.
6. Where a deprivation level of 13 or less is indicated, the Superintendent (or whoever completes the form) is asked to send a supporting letter indicating any other considerations that may contribute to the committee’s work in making its recommendations. The connexional nature of our work is recognition of how important we regard the granting of authorisations which is important for those people working in ecumenical situations.
7. Thanks are extended to those members of the committee who retire this year. As always the Committee wishes to place on record its thanks for the work put into the preparations and the gathering of the material that we require.
